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DISEASE INTERVENTION ACTIVITIES

The STD (sexually transmitted disease) intervention component of the Kansas City Health Department Communicable Disease
Prevention Program is designed to provide individual case management and referral services for those at highest risk.
Epidemiologists (EPI Staff) interview and counsel infected patients to ensure the referral of sex partners and others who are
potentially infected. This helps to preclude the spread of infection and ultimately control STDs in the community.

CONGENITAL SYPHILIS

During 2003, the CDP Program reported a presumptive congenital syphilis case. The 28 year old mother emigrated from
Honduras 6 months pregnant with no known history of syphilis. She left behind her husband and 4 other children, ranging in
age from 2 thru 13. The mother initially tested VDRL negative during her first of four prenatal visits. At delivery, however, her
routine RPR and later an MHA-TP tested positive. The mother denied any sex partners since arriving in the United States. Her
drug screens at delivery were all negative.

The baby girl, born alive, tested RPR 1:1, MHA-TP reactive, with a negative CFS-VDRL. She weighed 3030 grams and was
jaundiced at birth. She had an elevated CSF protein test. Both mother and child were treated appropriately.

CHLAMYDIA

During 2003, the CDP Program diagnosed 1,237 cases of Chlamydia. The EPI Staff did not conduct interviews on patients
treated in the STD clinic for positive Chlamydia tests.

During 2003, the CDP Program dispositioned 534 field records through patient follow-up. A total of 448 (84%) patients were
examined, 222 (49%) were examined within 7 days of initiation. Dispositions for these field records are located in Attachment
C. Additionally; the CDP Program dispositioned 41 field records through case follow-up. A total of 19 (46%) patients were
examined, 8 (42%) were examined within 7 days of initiation. Dispositions for these field records are located in Attachment
D.

GONORRHEA

During 2003, the CDP Program diagnosed 1055 cases of Gonorrhea. The EPI Staff conducted 704 interviews of male patients
treated in the STD clinic for positive Gonorrhea tests. Of those interviewed –all were identified from the STD Clinic.

Of the 704 interviewed, 662 (94%) were African American and 42 (6%) were of other race or ethnic group. The clinic
population interviewed fell into the following age categories: 10-19 (123), 20-29 (345), 30-39 (149), 40-49 (69) and 50+ years
of age (18). Of those interviewed; 289 (41%) denied drug use, 397 (56%) admitted to drug use and 18 (3%) were unknown for
drug use. Five area zip codes yielded 56% of the interviewed Gonorrhea morbidity: 64130 (104), 64128 (80), 64127 (78),
64109 (69) and 64110 (62). The EPI Staff elicited 380 contacts these interviews for a contact index of 0.50. A total of 225
(67%) contacts were examined, 185 (72%) were examined within 7 days of initiation. Dispositions for these filed records are
located in Attachment B.

During 2003, the CDP Program dispositioned 357 field records through patient follow-up. A total 280 (78%) patients were
examined; 108 (93%) were examined within 7 days of initiation. Dispositions for these field records are located in Attachment
C. Additionally, the CDP Program dispositioned 27 field records through case follow-up. A total of 13 (48%) patients were
examined; 4 (31%) was examined within 7 days of initiation. Dispositions for these field records are located in Attachment D.
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EARLY SYPHILIS

During 2003, the CDP program reported 3 cases of Primary Syphilis, 13 cases of Secondary Syphilis and 11 cases of Early
Latent Syphilis. The program also reported 16 cases of Late-Latent Syphilis and 2 cases of Neurosyphilis. Males comprised
62% (28) of the total number of syphilis cases reported and the remaining 38% (17) were females. Eighteen patients were
identified from the STD Clinic, 11 from Other Clinics, 6 from Emergency Rooms, 4 from Hospitals (Inpatient), 3 from Blood
Banks, 2 from Private Medical Doctor and from a Correctional Facility.

The EPI Staff interviewed 42 cases of patients diagnosed with Syphilis. Twenty-three (55%) patients were African-American
and 19 (45%) were of other race or ethnic group. Sixty percent (25) of the total number of cases interviewed patients were male,
with the remaining 44% (17) female. The patients interviewed fell into the following age categories: 10-19 (1), 20-29 (6), 30-39
(13), 40-49 (16) and 50+ years of age (6). Of those interviewed; 20 (48%) admitted to drug use, 16 (38%) denied drug use and
6 (14%) were unknown for drug use. EPI Staff initiated 32 partners and 6 suspects from the 42 syphilis interviews for a partner
contact index of 0.8. Dispositions for these field records are located in Attachment B.

The CDP Program dispositioned 53 field records through patient follow-up. Dispositions for these field records are located in
Attachment C. Additionally, the CDP Program dispositioned 18 field records through case follow-up. Dispositions for these
field records are located in Attachment D.

HIV

During 2003, the CDP Program received 97 reports of HIV positive patients requiring additional follow-up. Seventy-seven
percent (75) of the total number of reports were male, with the remaining 23% (22) female. The Program closed 77 of these
reports. Forty-five were interviewed in the clinic, 11 were interviewed in the field, 6 refused an interview and 15 were unable to
be located. Of the closed reports, -- 28 were identified from the STD Clinic, 24 from Other Clinics, 5 from Private Medical
Doctors, 4 from Laboratories, 4 from Hospitals (Inpatient), 3 from Blood Banks, 3 from HIV Counseling and Testing sites, 1
from Prenatal/Obstetrics, 1 from a Correctional Facility and 4 from Other origin.

Of the 56 interviewed, 42 (75%) were African-American, 11 (20%) were Caucasian and 3 (5%) were of other race or ethnic
group. The age categories for individuals with this infection were as follows: 10-19 (2), 20-29 (11), 30-39 (24), 40-49 (18) and
50+ years of age (1). Drug use was reported in 23 (41%) of the cases interviewed while 28 (50%) reported no drug use and 5
(9%) were unknown for drug use. The EPI Staff elicited 39 contacts from 56 HIV interviews for a contact index of 0.7.
Dispositions for these field records are located in Attachment B.

The CDP Program dispositioned 87 field records through patient follow-up. A total of 55 (63%) patients were examined/
notified. These dispositions are located in Attachment C. Additionally, the CDP Program dispositioned 33 field records
through case follow-up. Dispositions for these field records are located in Attachment D.
