o 97.8 percent ($483.6) of the estimated budget for the General Fund was expended or 
encumbered through the month of April.  Expenditures increased by 1.6 percent ($7.4) 
compared to the same period in the previous year.  As reported previously, the decrease in 
Contractual Services is a reclassification of the health insurance expense for Police from 
Contractual Services to Personal this year; the decrease in Capital Outlay expenditures this 
year over last is the anticipated budget reduction and adherence to the revised budget 
estimates, and the increase in Commodities reflects increased motor vehicle fuel prices 
through April.

The fiscal year ended with a General Fund fund balance of $34,8M.  However police department 
year end encumbrances and other adjustments net to the unreserved balance of $33.2M, which is 
7.73 percent of operating expenditures for the year.  A graph portraying the ten year history of 
the balance as a percentage of operating expenditures is included with this report in Appendix A. 

o 94.6 percent ($1,820.3M) of budgeted revenue from all funds was realized through April, 
compared to 100.0 percent ($1,273.7) of actual revenue during the same period in the 
previous year.  $102.3M of the year over year variance of $546.7 is attributable to the Bartle 
Hall bond refunding issue pursuant to ordinance 080897 (Convention and Sports Complex 
Fund).  An additional $221.0 of the year over year variance is attributable to the Downtown 
Arena bond refunding issue pursuant to ordinance 080905.  An additional $25.0M of the year 
over year variance is attributable to bond refunding issues for the Hotel President and 
Chouteau Trafficway pursuant to ordinance 090116 and an additional $186.7M of the 
variance is attributable to ordinance 090123 for the bond refunding of the Kansas City 
Downtown Redevelopment District Project.   $7.6M of the remaining $11.7 year over year 
variance is attributable to General Fund fluctuations detailed above. 

o 88.0 percent ($2,038.5M) of budgeted citywide expenditures for general municipal, 
enterprise and assessment funds was expended or encumbered through the month of April.  
Compared to the same period during the previous year expenditures have increased by 39.3 
percent ($574.9M), of which $535.0M is attributable to the refunding of the bonds referenced 
in ordinances 080897, 080905, 090116 and 090123. Additional increases were noted in 
General Municipal Funds. Personal increased by $28.5M, most of which is attributable to the 
police and fire departments. Expenditures in Enterprise Fund Contractual Services decreased 
$17.6M of which most is attributable to the closing of the Convention Center Garages fund in 
the previous year. 

o The City-wide employee turnover rate in all funds through April is 10.18 percent, with a 
corresponding vacancy rate of 11.5 percent (page 33).  In the General Fund only, the turnover 
rate is 8.97 percent, with a corresponding vacancy rate of 7.2 percent (page 34).

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General The general fund is the principal operating fund of the City and accounts for all financial transactions not accounted
for in other funds. The general operating expenditures, fixed charges, and capital improvement costs that are not
paid through other funds are financed through revenues received by the general fund

Park Maintenance Used to account for the collection and expenditure of parkway maintenance taxes.
Motor Fuel Tax Used to account for the City’s allocations of the State of Missouri motor fuel tax and expenditures for

KCATA Sales Tax Used to account for a 3/8% sales tax dedicated to fund the Kansas City Area Transit Authority operations.
Public Safety Sales Tax Used to account for a quarter cent sales tax dedicated to fund public safety operations.
Convention & Sports 
Complex

Used to account for the lease purchase activities and related debt service payments for the convention and sports
complex.

Health Levy Used to account for property tax receipts dedicated to expenditures related to health care for the indigent.
Convention & Tourism Used to account for the City’s convention and tourism tax and the expenditures related to Bartle Hall operations.
Capital Improvements Used to account for the financing of capital improvement projects not financed by other funds or by long term debt.

Revenues received by this fund come primarily from a sales tax allocation for capital improvements and from
federal and state grants and other contributions.

Special Allocation Fund Used to account for the payment of principal and interest on tax increment finance notes and to account for
approved expenditures on tax increment projects. The source of revenue is tax increment from designated tax
increment projects.

909 Walnut TIF Used to account for the collection of super-tax increment financing (STIF) taxes and payment of principal and
interest on STIF bonds.

STIF Hotel President Used to account for the collection of super-tax increment financing (STIF) taxes and payment of principal and
interest on STIF bonds.

Downtown Arena Project Used to account for the construction of an indoor sports and entertainment arena.  The financing came from the 
issuance of variable rate demand revenue bonds by the Industrial Development Authority of Kansas City, MO

Used to account for funds for the payment of principal and interest on the City's bond debt to cover the cost of the
KC Live Redevelopment.

Water, Sewer and

The water fund is used to account for activities of the City’s water distribution system. Revenues are derived mainly
from water service and installation charges. The sewer fund accounts for the activities of the wastewater collection
and treatment system. Revenues are derived primarily from sewer users’ service charges and fee

Aviation Used to account for the operations of the City’s two airports: Kansas City International Airport (KCI), and the
Charles B. Wheeler Airport. Revenues are derived principally from hangar and terminal building rental, parking and
landing fees.
