Preliminary and Final Buffer Plan Requirements Checklist
A stream buffer plan must be provided when the stream buffer standards apply. The plan must delineate the buffer zones and the proposed development site in relation to:

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 
The FEMA- or city-designated floodplain or the estimated 1% flood conveyance, as determined by a qualified engineer using city-approved methods;

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Wetlands within or adjacent to the floodplain or required stream buffer;

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Slopes in excess of 15% within or adjacent to the floodplain, as field surveyed; and

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Mature riparian vegetation, including woodlands, wetlands, and other habitat areas identified by a field survey.

Preliminary Buffer Plan (at a scale no smaller than 1”=100’)

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Name of the development.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Name, address, and phone number of person that prepared the plan.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Date plan prepared.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Existing topography with at least 2-foot contour intervals (also show disturbance areas/proposed contours)
 FORMCHECKBOX 

Approximate stream locations based on approved city GIS or city-approved mapping.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Approximate boundary of FEMA- or city designated floodplain or the estimated 1% flood conveyance where no regulatory floodplain is identified.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Approximate wetland locations within or adjacent to the floodplain or required stream buffer as mapped by MARC Natural Resource Inventory or USFWS National Wetlands Inventory.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Approximate boundary of mature riparian vegetation, as identified by a field survey.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Slopes of 15% or greater in each sub-drainage area based on city-approved GIS or topographic survey.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Location of proposed structures or activities.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Identification of required stream buffer zones based on city-approved GIS mapping or a site topographic survey and a survey of mature riparian vegetation.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Total acreage of mature riparian vegetation and steep slopes in the outer zone.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Location and total acreage of proposed clearing and grading in the outer zone and the percentage of proposed outer zone to be cleared (if applicable in accordance with Sec. 88-415-03.C).

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Limits and total acreage of proposed mitigation of outer zone vegetation, and the percentage of the outer zone area to be mitigated (if applicable in accordance with Sec. 88-415-07.C).
Final Buffer Plan (at a scale no smaller than 1”=100’)

The final buffer plan must be submitted for city review with or be included in final plats and final plans. The buffer plan must show at a minimum:

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Existing topography with at least 2-foot contour intervals;

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Field delineated, marked, and surveyed streams and wetlands;

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Field delineated, marked, and surveyed mature riparian vegetation limits as described in Sec. 88-415-07.D.4;

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Existing sub-drainage area of the site;

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Slopes of 15% or greater in each sub-drainage area based on a site topographic survey;

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Location of proposed structures or activities;

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Location of field delineated and surveyed stream buffer zones;

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Total acreage of mature riparian vegetation and steep slopes in the outer zone;

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Location and total acreage of proposed clearing and grading in the outer zone, and the percentage of proposed outer zone area to be cleared (if applicable in accordance with Sec. 88-415-03.C); and

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Limits and total acreage of proposed mitigation of outer zone vegetation and the percentage of outer zone area to be mitigated (if applicable in accordance with Sec. 88-415-07.C).

Mature Riparian Vegetation Delineation

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Surveyed in the field

 FORMCHECKBOX 

30-percent or greater closed canopy

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Majority of trees 10 inches or greater in diameter at breast height “dbh”

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Majority of trees are riparian species as defined in The Terrestrial Natural Communities of Missouri (see website for tree field identification guide)

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Surveyed to the drip line of the tree canopy

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Marked on Final Buffer Plan and in the field during construction

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Field protected with Construction Fencing and Temp./Permanent Boundary Markers
 FORMCHECKBOX 

Disturbances and Mitigation in accordance with 88-415-08 2. through 5.

Boundary Markers

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Boundary markers must be put in place clearly marking required stream buffers before, during, and after construction.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Construction fencing must be placed at the outer edge of the permanent open space in the outer zone to delineate the buffer. This fencing must be maintained throughout the construction process.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Permanent signs must be placed at the edge of the easement or permanent open space after construction to denote the buffer.

Ownership and Management of Permanent Open Space (Buffer)

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Identification of the owner of the easement or permanent open space.

Management plan for the easement or open space and all common areas
