FOCUS Kansas City, Kansas City's strategic and comprehensive plan, recognizes that
neighborhoods understand best how to direct their own futures. The first initiative in
the FOCUS Neighborhood Prototypes Planis a strategic assessment / evaluation that
enables aneighborhood to evaluate its strengths and needs. Through the assessment
process, a neighborhood can direct its assets towards its most critical needs. The
FOCUS Neighborhood Prototypes Plan identifies the assessment format.

There were two objectives for these neighborhoods during the self-evaluation:

1. To self-identify its neighborhood type from the FOCUS Neighborhood
Prototypes Plan.

2. To develop improvement strategies that will direct neighborhood im-
provement, a "To Do" list/Action Steps incorporating participation by
the neighborhood, community partners, and the City.

The Sunset Hill and Riverview Area neighborhoods conducted the neighborhood assess-
ment workshop with assistance from City staff. Residents, business people and people
who work in local institutions provided input. These community members mapped their
community, and identified assets and priority issues in their neighborhoods.

The FOCUS Neighborhood Prototypes Plan recognizes that not all neighborhoods in
Kansas City are the same. The character and condition of where we live varies accord-
ing to age, history, type of housing and other factors. Each community has different
strengths and opportunities. Each has different assets and priorities that drive unique
strategies for improvement. FOCUS developed four unique Neighborhood Types that
generally describe Kansas City neighborhoods. Each Neighborhood Type suggests what
actions are required for an area to become or stay healthy. These four Types (as-
signed the colors Blue, Orange, Purple and Green in the Neighborhood Assessment
workshop) are:

Developing Conservation Stabilization Redeveloping

The Assessment is a beginning point from which the community can move forward and
achieve quality living environments through a commitment fo continuous improvement.
The descriptions for these four Neighborhood Types are contained in the FOCUS
Neighborhood Prototypes Plan, Appendix A, “"General Neighborhood Description /
Types.”

In the workshop, participants defined the tools, actions and strategies for improving
their community. They will use this information to strategically apply public and
private resources in a way that is based on existing conditions, trends, opportunities,
strengths and needs. Once other neighborhoods identify their Type, then similarly
"typed"” Kansas City communities can connect and partner around common issues and
projects while assisting each other in developing their organizations.

Workshop participants consider their
options for Neighborhood Type
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On Tuesday, September 25, 2001, residents of the Sunset Hill and Riverview Area
came together at the Glenwood Baptist Church for their FOCUS Neighborhood As-
sessment workshop. The boundaries of the area are NE 42" Street/N Holmes/NE
Russell Road on the north, the North Kansas City city limits on the south, North Oak
Traffic Way on the west, and I-35 on the east. Residents from both the Sunset Hill
Neighborhood Association, as well as neighbors from the western side of the area
whose neighborhoods don't currently have organizations, were in attendance. Long-
time residents, families with children, and single adults all came to take part in this
important community-building discussion.

The Sunset Hill neighborhood is a close-knit community, one in which children are
safe to walk freely throughout the areaq, as in a small town. Of the 40 homes in the
neighborhood, most are owner-occupied, a fact that residents appreciate. They
believe that homeowners are more likely to invest in maintenance and beautification
for their homes, which can in turn contribute to the neighborhood being more attrac-
tive and economically stable. The more active residents would like fo see other
neighbors participate more regularly in the neighborhood's events, both as volunteers
and attendees.

The neighbors on the west side of the area have been without a neighborhood organi-
zation for some time. However, many have formed a group that focuses solely on
picking up the litter thrown out along N Holmes. Every two weeks the North Holmes
Neighbors (as they are registered with the City's Adopt-A-Street Program) venture
out to clean up what others have left behind. This group, oo, would like to see more
participation by a broader base of the area's residents. Some neighbors in this area
suggested that it may be time to form a neighborhood organization, and that many
other kinds of community activities - block parties, a community garden, Crime
Watch/Walks, etc. - could be the foundation for neighbors getting to know one
another better. The diversity of those who call N Holmes home - families, singles,
apartment dwellers, business owners, a church - suggests that the potential for an
organization is strong here. The varied interests, needs and strengths of all those
invested in the area can be a solid foundation upon which to build.
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Sunset Hill and Riverview residents spoke of a little known but rich history in the
area. On NE 36™ Street just west of N Holmes sits a turn of the century farmhouse,
once the home of Arthur Schroeder’s grandparents. Mr. Schroeder, who now lives
with his wife on the site of his parent’s home along N Holmes, remembers fondly the
days spent at the farmhouse, then surounded by fields of alfalfa. He and his cousins
would play in the big barn and look up at the tall oak tree his grandfather used to
call “the Civil War tree,"” because it was planted during that time.

The issue that most concerns neighbors on the west side of the area is N Holmes
Street. This two-lane road is a popular alternative route o North Oak Traffic
Way. Among the residents’' concerns are: speeding, especially along the sharp curve
near NE 36™ Street; the many layers of pavement, which have created deep ditches:;
and the lack of curbs and sidewalks. This last issue is a concern to neighbors
throughout the community. A specific location they would like to see addressed soon
is NE 42" Street between North Oak Traffic Way and N Holmes.

During the workshop, neighbors spoke often about their love for the green spaces
and wildlife in the area, and their strong desire to see both protected. Many resi-
dents see deer on a regular basis, along with wild turkeys and other native Missouri
species. Neighbors are concerned that recent construction in the area will threaten
the habitat of these and other animals, as well as their own quality of life. Nearly
all participants, but especially those from Sunset Hill, expressed the belief that
increased traffic from the Harbortown Duplexes on NE Russell will add congestion
to what is already a busy, and of ten dangerous, intersection, that of NE Russell
Road, N Wayne, and NE Parvin Road. Sunset Hill neighbors stated that adding to
this congestion is the single entrance/exit for their neighborhood. They would like
to see an additional entrance/exit in their community, in part to relieve the traffic
congestion, and also to aid in the movement of emergency and other large vehicles
through the neighborhood.

Besides the wooded areas and the wildlife, workshop participants did discuss many
other aspects of their community that they value. They enjoy the proximity to
interstates, shopping and other amenities, the small-town, intergenerational atmo-
sphere, the increase in homeowners in the area, and the efforts by several neighbors
to keep the area clean (through litter pick-ups and Clean Sweep).

The purpose of this report is to help clarify goals and identify resources. The fol-
lowing page contains the residents’ priorities and some possible improvement strate-
gies. The report also contains the lists of assets, challenges and ideas for improve-
ment that area residents named during the workshop. Finally, a list of frequently
used City and agency services is on the inside back cover.
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PRIORITIES

Residents of the Sunset Hill and Riverview Area neighborhoods named the following as
their priority issues:

Improve the NE Russell Road/N Wayne Avenue/NE

Parvin Road Intersection

The intersection is considered by most residents of the area to be very dangerous. At
peak times during the day, lines form at each Stop sign, including the of f-ramp from I-
35. Residents believe that the addition of the Harbortown Duplexes west of the inter-
section, without the addition of a traffic signal, will exacerbate the situation dramati-
cally. Their top priority is that the City address the traffic flow at this dangerous
intersection.

Address the Issues on N Holmes

The majority of the neighbors who attended the Sunset Hill/Riverview Area Neighbor-
hood Assessment expressed concerns about N Holmes. This street is narrow, speeding is
a continual problem, many layers of pavement have created deep ditches, and the sharp
curve near NE 36™ Street is a potential for accidents. Some of the things residents
would like to see are:

= Lower speed limit on N Holmes from 37™ Street south
= Re-surface (not re-pave) the street

= Encourage the North Kansas City High School to keep their track runners of f very
dangerous streets like N Holmes

Create an Additional Entrance/Exit for Sunset Hill

Neighbors in the Sunset Hill neighborhood cherish the small-town feeling in their commu-
nity. However, they feel that having only one entrance/exit for their neighborhood
inhibits the movement of large vehicles, especially emergency vehicles. They would like
o see the installation of another entrance/exit, perhaps by connecting N Lydia to NE
Russell Road.

Advocate for Nature Preservation and Beautification
of the Area

The woods, green space and wildlife are important to Sunset Hill/Riverview Area neigh-
bors, and a big part of why they choose to live where they do. Residents want to see
these things preserved. They also care about the attractiveness of the areas that are
developed, specifically homes and yards. Some of their suggestions were:

=  Work with NT Realty, Parks and Recreation Department and the North Kansas City
School District to develop a program incorporating a nature preserve for youth and
the community at large

=  Work together on beautification projects

= Continue neighborhood beautification awards for homes and yards in the neighbor-
hood

= Encourage the City to continue funding for beautification within the neighborhoods,
and to allow trash to be put out either in plastic barrels or cages built by
homeowners (to prevent animals from scattering trash)

Work Together, Get Involved in the Community

As in many Kansas City neighborhoods, residents in this community care deeply about
their quality of life. Equally, in many volunteer organizations, only a few neighbors are
consistently involved in the activities of the community. These residents would like to
see increased participation by all residents, in order to distrubute responsibility and to
get the input of more neighbors. Some ideas that came up at the workshop were:

= Work with Northland Neighborhoods, Inc. and the Kansas City, Missouri Police De-
partment for Neighborhood Crime Watches and walks during the national Night Out
Against Crime

= Have neighborhood events (such as block parties) to get neighbors involved and volun-
teering
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C HART NoOTES

The Sunset Hill and Riverview Area Neighborhood Assessment covered the area from
NE 42nd Street/N Holmes/NE Russell Road on the north to the North Kansas City
city limits on the south, and from North Oak Traffic Way on the west to I-35 on the
east.

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STEP 2: If I Could Fix One Thing

Inevery neighborhood there are some things that need to be changed. These issues can
inhibit residents from enjoying their neighborhood and from doing the things they like
to do. Below is the list of "fixes" that workshop participants said they would like to
see in the Sunset Hill and Riverview Area neighborhoods.

Address dangerous intersection of
NE Russell/N Wayne and NE
Parvin Roads, especially the over-
flow traffic from I-29, perhaps
by installing a flashing traffic sig-
nal

Stop speeding on N Holmes

Address the issue of parents
parking on N Holmes in front of
Crestview Elementary School,
which blocks the road

Create safe walking and biking
paths along N Holmes

The neighborhood or City should
gain land along N Holmes for pub-
lic use

Create a wildlife refuge near the
new Harbortown Duplexes (an en-
dangered species habitat)

Address the issue of wild and do-
mestic animals getting into gar-
bage, and domestic dogs wander-
ing the neighborhood after walk-
ing with the family's children to
the bus stop

Install curbs and sidewalks on NE
42 Street from N Oak Traffic
Way to N Holmes (there is not
sufficient water run-off, and
homes on NE 42" Street flood;
perhaps install more gutters on NE
42 Street, about halfway down
the hill)

Residents consider this intersection of NE Russell
Road, N Wayne Avenue and NE Parvin Road
(which is also adjacent to the on/off ramps for
I-35) to be dangerous from any direction

STEP 5: Describing My Neighborhood

Those who attended the workshop were asked to vote on the Neighborhood Type that
best described the area. The majority chose Conservation.

Conservation

My neighborhood has been developed for some time. Established businesses and insti-
tutions are located in the neighborhood. Places of worship, schools, recreational and
entertainment facilities, and businesses provide many opportunities near my home.

Tree-lined streets, historic structures or qualities, public art and/or other amenities
characterize the neighborhood and give it a sense of place. Most of the houses are
occupied. Little demolition has occurred here and vacant land is scarce.

It appears that both public and private areas are well-maintained, although a house or
business periodically falls into disrepair from a lack of routine maintenance (painting,
yard upkeep, awning repair, etc.). Some infrastructure repairs may be needed o keep
the neighborhood attractive. Generally the problems that do come up can be ad-
dressed by our neighborhood association, by a call fo the City, or through neighbors
getting together to help one another.

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STEP 6: Making My Neighborhood Better

Neighbors talked about specific actions their community can take to address the is-
sues and challenges identified earlier in the Assessment. They brainstormed ideas,
concentrating on those actions that can be performed by the community to improve the
neighborhood. Below is a list of all the ideas mentioned by workshop participants.
They voted on the ideas they most want implemented to make their neighborhood
better.

Things we can do Ourselves:

Find out about the unfinished apartment development on N Cherry (they are
boarded up and could be a target for vandalism)

Have neighborhood Crime Watches and walks during the national Night Out
Against Crime; consult with Carolyn Vellar of Northland Neighborhoods, Inc.
about how neighborhoods could work together

Use e-mail to contact City Council members during committee meetings regard-
ing neighborhood concerns being discussed

Contact Martin Weekely of the Storm Water Maintenance Division at 513-
8000 regarding storm drainage improvements

Continue neighborhood beautification awards for homes and yards
Create a neighborhood association for neighbors on N Holmes

Join the litter pick-ups on N Holmes

Have neighborhood events to get neighbors involved and volunteering

Contact Susan Fiala (Long-Range Planner for the Northland) about any plans for
reconfiguring the intersection of NE Russell/N Wayne and NE Parvin Roads

Get together for a neighborhood block party

Call Martin Weekley with the Storm Water Maintenance Division (513-8000)

Widen N Holmes by one full lane at Crestview Elementary School, and install
sidewalks at school

Continue funding for beautification within the neighborhoods

Widen Russell Road right now

Promote "Night Out Against Crime" in the north

Come onto private property to remove large storm debris

Convene council hearings/meetings at a more convenient time and place
Keep up the Neighborhood Assessment Team
