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Maintenance
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The general fund isthe principal operating fund of the City and accounts for all financia transactions not accounted
for in other funds. The general operating expenditures, fixed charges, and capital improvement costs that are not
naid throuah other funds are financed throuah revenues received bv the aeneral fund.

Used to account for the City's alocations of the State of Missouri motor fuel tax and expenditures for
reconstruction, maintenance, repair, policing, and cleaning of roads and streets.

Used to account for the City enacted sales tax and expenditures for transportation purposes, which include financia
support of apublic mass transportation system.

Used to account for the City's collection of gaming revenues and fund expenditures for infrastructure and
mai ntenance.

Used to account for a0.25% sales tax dedicated to fund the operations of the City's Fire Department.

Used to account for aquarter cent salestax dedicated to fund public safety operations.

Used to account for a 3/8% sales tax dedicated to fund the Kansas City Area Transit Authority operations.
Used to account for property tax receipts dedicated to expenditures related to health care for theindigent.

Used to account for the City’ s convention and tourism tax and the expenditures related to Bartle Hall operations.

Under the Community Development Block Grant Program, the City receives a certain amount of money from the
U.S. government each year for avariety of uses within defined target areas and populations. These target areas and
nonulations can aenerallv be defined as sufferina from various level s of economic distress.

Used to account for the financing of capital improvement projects not financed by other funds or by long term debt.
Revenues received by this fund come primarily from a sales tax alocation for capital improvements and from
federal and state arants and other contributions.

Used to account for payment of principal and interest on the City's general obligation debt. The primary source of
revenue is the City's tax levy on tangible property.

Used to account for the payment of principa and interest on the City's streetlight general debt obligation bond debts.
The primary source of revenue is the City's tax levy on tangible property.

Used to account for the payment of principal and interest on tax increment finance notes and to account for
approved expenditures on tax increment projects. The source of revenue is tax increment from designated tax
increment oroiects.

Used to account for funds for the payment of principal and interest on the City's bond debt to cover the cost of the
KC Live Redevel opment.

Used to account for the collection of super-tax increment financing (STIF) taxes and payment of principa and
interest on STIF bonds.

The water fund is used to account for activities of the City’s water distribution system. Revenues are derived mainly
from water service and installation charges. The sewer fund accounts for the activities of the wastewater collection
and treatment svstem. Revenues are derived orimarilv from sewer users' service charaes and fees.

Used to account for the operations of the City’s two airports: Kansas City International Airport (KCI), and the
Charles B. Wheeler Airport. Revenues are derived principally from hangar and terminal building rental, parking and
landina fees.
