Kansas City, Missouri fountains
are maintained and operated by:
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History
The fountain at Ninth Street and The Paseo was
designed in 1898 by George Kessler and John Van
Brunt as an entry feature to the then newly created
Paseo Boulevard.  It is the oldest public
fountain  still in existence in Kansas City,
Missouri.

After the Ninth Street Fountain was completed
in 1899, there were plantings of colorful flowers on
the north side of the fountain and a cut stone
balustrade curving gracefully around the south side.
On the east and west sides, stone stairs led from the
street to the fountain, and a number of decorative
lamps surrounded the area.

After years of service, the fountain deteriorated.  A
partial renovation in 1990, assisted by the fundraising
efforts of The Central Exchange, kept the fountain
running for several more years.  At that time, it was
renamed the “Women’s Leadership
Fountain” and dedicated to 13 notable Kansas
City women who had made long-lasting contributions
to the City.

This fountain and the other historic elements in the
Paseo median are undergoing major restoration and
additional funding is still needed. Your contribution
will provide signage and stone plaques inscribed
with dedications to the women leaders.  It will also
create a maintenance endowment to
preserve these beautiful amenities for future
generations.

The women memorialized with the fountain
include prominent members Kansas City’s
community.  All of these women triumphed
over adversity and are forever remembered in
the fabric of Kansas City history.

Renovation
Susan Richards Johnson & Associates, Inc. (SRJA)
was hired to do a complete restoration of
the fountain and other public landmarks located
between Ninth and Twelfth Streets on The Paseo
including the Meyer Monument, The Terrace and
the Fitzsimon’s Memorial Fountain.

With original drawings in hand, SRJA and a team
of consultants carefully measured and analyzed the
monument sites and developed a full set of
construction documents. The firm is overseeing the
entire construction process which began in August
2008.  The fountain is to be rededicated on
Fountain Day in early April 2009.
