< Description of Easement >
The GRANTEE'S acceptance of this instrument by ordinance shall authorize its Director of its Water Services Department to, upon request, issue to the GRANTOR their heirs, successors or assigns, a written notarized statement of the GRANTEE'S continued claim to or the GRANTEE'S release of its rights in and to the Temporary Construction Easement herein described.

The GRANTEE, its agents, employees or independent contractors shall have the right to go upon the above described tracts of land, for the purpose of constructing, maintaining, and repairing the water main improvements and appurtenances thereto, and shall upon completion of such 

construction, maintenance or repair, cause the land of the GRANTOR to be restored to substantially the same condition that existed prior to the GRANTEE'S entry upon it.

The GRANTOR herein agree for themselves and for their heirs, successors or assigns, that the tract of land over which a permanent water main easement is being granted shall be kept free from buildings or any other structures or obstructions (except grass, shrubs, fences, sidewalks, roadways, pavement or curbs) that would interfere with the GRANTEE in excavating upon said permanent easement for the purposes of laying, constructing, operating, maintaining or repairing a water main and all appurtenances incidental thereto.

The GRANTOR herein also agree for themselves and for it’s heirs, successors, or assigns, that no change in the earth cover over the water line will be made without the written approval of the GRANTEE'S Director of Water Services.  (GRANTEE will permit no change in said earth cover that will result in an earth cover of less than 4.0 feet or more than 8.0 feet as measured from the top of the water line.)

These easements shall not be construed to prohibit the GRANTOR from developing any adjoining property or from the laying out, establishing and constructing of pavement, surfacing of roadways, curbing and gutters along, upon, over or across said easement or any portion thereof.

GRANTOR further states that it is lawfully seized of title to the land through which said easement is granted, and that it has good and lawful right to convey said easement to the GRANTEE herein.
